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harmant Hotel was open in the sum-

mer of 2015. Located in the historic 

former Joseph B. Funke Candy Co. 

the Charmant derives its name from 

the French word for charming—fitting, 

as this 67 room hotel promises to have an abundance 

of it. Located at 101 State Street in downtown La Crosse, 

the building was originally constructed in 1898 with an 

addition to the east end completed in 1905. Until 1933 

the Joseph B. Funke Candy factory operated out of the 

large brick structure anchoring the downtown area. 

The  building served many purposes in the following 

years. Don and Roxanne Weber purchased the property 

in 2013 and contracted with Aparium to bring the devel-

opment to life shortly thereafter.

The Charmant Hotel, a 67-room upscale boutique hotel 

in historic downtown La Crosse, Wisconsin. The Char-

mant Hotel is a renovated candy factory, built in 1898.

Regarding our name, Charmant was a premium line 

of  chocolates produced by the former Joseph B. Funke 

Candy Company. Charmant is also the French word for 

“charming,” reflecting our La Crosse hotel’s friendli-

ness, whimsy, and allure.

Hotel will be the heart of hospitality in La Crosse. 

Our downtown La Crosse hotel rooms and suites 

will feature premium amenities. Event spaces will be 

available for business gatherings. Our restaurant will 

feature a warm, inviting ambiance serving market 

driven, rustic French influenced cuisine using fresh 

ingredients sourced from local and regional farmers 

and purveyors at our historic hotel in La Crosse.
